The class covers both Indiana and
Michigan rules that effect Lake George
and is recognized in all 50 states. Boaters
may receive a discount on their insurance
if the boaters in their family have taken
the class. This is the last class to be
offered in the area this year so make the
class part of your holiday vacation.
Michigan does require the Safe Boating
Certificate to operate a personal
watercraft if you were born after
December 31, 1978. While this class is
available online, Michigan requires you to
take a proctored test to validate your
certificate. If you are stopped on a
personal watercraft and do not meet the
requirements, the fine is close to $200.
Remember that this a Michigan law and it
doesn't matter where your watercraft is
registered. By taking the class, you will
gain so much more information and have
the opportunity to ask any questions that
you have.

PRESIDENTOS LETT

Greetings from the Association President,

Here it is Independence Day and another copy of the Breeze and a chance to communicate with
cottagers on the lake about some of the ongoing projects.

The Stem and Stein wine tasting was, according to many people in attendance, the nicest event
ever. Having a OliveO auction in addition to the traditional silent auction added much interest. The
choice of venue provided an opportunity to taste various wines and beer and tasty food was
provided.

The Annual Meeting of the Cottagers Association will be held in the Conservancy Building on July
10 at 8:30 am. There are at least 35 chairs but we will need more D if it's not to much, bring along
a collapsable chair if you have one. Subjects to be discussed include:

1. Need to modify the organization's Articles of Incorporation. These are the rules we have
registered with the State Department of Corporations indicating how we will operate our
Association. In 1985 a change from 5 to 9 Directors was made for the governance of the
Association. We now depend on all the Beach Directors - nearly 20 - for guidance and
direction. Interestingly this last change to 20 was never registered with the Corporations
ofpce in Indianapolis.

2. Need to update our By Laws. Careful examination of our current By Laws indicates revisions
are needed for several reasons: Check signing, giving NOTICE for regular and special
meetings, election of ofpcers and directors and several other practices to comply with our
operating policies.

3. Discussion of method of funding Dam rehabilitation.

4. Review of status of Dam activities

No changes in Association meeting times are planned. We conduct bve (5) meetings each year,
four of which are referred to as Board of Directors meetings and one, the Annual Meeting, to
resolve certain issues which are required by our By Laws and require the vote of Association
members. It has been our practice to hold Board meetings on the second weekend of May, June,
August and September and the Annual Meeting is conducted on the second Saturday in July.
Please note that all Association members are invited to all meetings. We recognize people have
need for information or wish to give input at times other than the July Annual Meeting. This will be
particularly true as the Dam rehabilitation process advances. All meetings start at 8:30 AM and are
held in the Conservancy Building.

A copy of the revised By Laws has been sent to every member who has supplied us with their
email address. | look forward to seeing you at the Annual Meeting.
